3) Topics for discussion:
a. Sober Chauffer program   Chief Nelson added we need to look into doing this on campus.  For programs off campus we need to contact the local cab company.  We will have to check with Mrs. Duckworth for progress on setting it up.  We can discuss it next meeting.
b. Alcohol/Drug Abuse programs
i. E-CHUG:  Alcohol use self-assessment

(click on red x to open)  We need to get students to use it.  Athletics can promote this within their department.  Need students in attendance to encourage their students.  It would be a good program for Residential Life to use.  Tim Abney is supposed to do a workshop, he will talk to Betty Kemna about it and maybe get all athletes to take it and use the data.  Luanne Andes volunteered to talk to athletes about E-Chug.  Tim Abney would like the program to be about 40-45 minutes in September.  He and Luanne will work out the details.  They penciled in the week of September 20th.  

Chief Nelson noted that within the first 2 weeks of school LU has had several alcohol issues.  LUPD has had 3 reports of students too drunk to stand up.  What should we be doing to address the problem?  He also had concerns about the attempted suicide on campus.  Raised questions about how it was handled in the hospital.    Luanne Andes is drafting a procedure for suicide prevention.  We need a protocol.  Tim Abney asked if this is the first time it has happened on campus.  Luanne said it is handled on a case by case basis.  
ii. Suggestions for on campus programs/activities.  LUPD hosted a sobriety check point the morning of the 23rd from midnight until 2:00 a.m.  It was planned with Cole County Sheriff’s department.  It was located between the Library and Dawson Hall and it was the night of the 3 on 3 basketball tournament.  The timing was good.  25 to 30 vehicles came through with no issues at all.  Luanne added the sobriety check info would be great for social norms.  Ruth Canada added she is seeing a real sense of follow through and engagement with this group of students.  Seeing a great group of students this year.  Chief Nelson is also encouraged by the kind of students that are here this year.

a. Suicide Prevention Week – September 10-14, 2012  
i. Ask Listen Refer Activities are planned for campus.  Luanne Andes would like to see each committee member to take the training.  It is important to have faculty and staff get information on what to do.  Watch for programs coming out soon.   
b. Crop Walk 10/07/12   Ruth Canada commented that this is the 2nd year for the Crop Walk.  There were 11 churches last year and this year there are 16.  They raised $25,000 last year and hope to increase this year.  They plan to help the back pack buddy program.  Some of those children do not eat on the weekends.  We need a greater presence with faculty and staff.  Tim Abney noted that the MIAA conference would like the sports programs to get good positive P.R.  The athletes are going to be a part of the walk.  Ruth Canada handed out flyers to each meeting participant.  
c. Other events?  Chief Nelson stated the T-shirts he is requesting need a positive message for the back of the shirts.  Last year LUPD handed out shirts at the President’s BBQ.  This year we are looking for people doing random acts of kindness.  Chief will submit a request to LaToya Duckworth with the amount of the t-shirts.
